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	Copyright is a legal right, giving the owner control over their work and how it is used. It gives creators protection against use of their work without permission. Owners of copyright can use, sell or licence a work to a third party. 
	[bookmark: _GoBack]If a piece of work has a Creative Commons CC lisence, it means that the owner is happy for others to use their work under certain conditions.
	Copyright Free work means you are free to use the work without any restrictions.

	Remember you must ask the owner of the work for permission to use their work. It cannot be copied or used without their permission.
	The owner must be given credit for their work.
	The work cannot be shared if it is for monetary gain.
	You can share the work, but don’t change it.
	You can change the work, but you must also share your work with others.
	Examples include: work published before 1923, work of long dead owners or work that owners have designated as Public Domain.

	Make sure you give people credit for their work! 
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
